Pond ecosystems change constantly. Soil, leaves, and other matter is carried to a pond, Komynanbuuii 3axnan «Ileparoriynmii ginein»
slowly filling it. As a pond becomes more shallow, cattails and plants that grow only in KipoBorpaacekoi micbkoi paan KipoBorpaacekoi o6aacti
shallow water grow closer to the centre of the pond. The plants deposit more biotic material

in the water, and making it even more shallow. The environment of the pond is changed by

both abiotic (streams and runoff) water and biotic factors (cattails and plants). When the

environment is altered, different plants and animals begin to live around where the pond once

was. Over a long period of time the pond may fill in completely or may become a marsh that

is host to many organisms. A marsh may become dry enough to allow trees to grow. After

this process, lasting hundreds or thousands of years, rabbits, shrubs, and trees will be living

on the site that once was a home for fish and frogs.

— but nothing to worry about. Have you ever had any trouble with your heart —
any shortness of breath? Any dizziness after climbing stairs?

No, I’ve never had any trouble of that sort.

How long have you had these pains in your leg? You say the pain comes and
goes. Would you say that you feel it more in the joints or in the muscular part
of your leg?

I believe it is more in the joints. I’ve had it now for about three months. At
first I felt it more in my knee, then later it moved down into me ankle.

You should also
try to get a little more rest and to build yourself up in general. I’1l give you
some tablets that will help you. However, I want you to be sure to get in touch
with me every two or three days to let me know where you feel any particular
reaction. The pills are something new and rather potent. You take only one a
day.

Shall I come to your office or can I just telephone you?

You can telephone me. However, I’m giving you only enough pills to last you
three weeks. Then you’d better come in again to see me. If there has been no
improvement, I will give you some further tests. In the meantime, try to take it
easy. Don’t work so hard. In the matter of sleeping you can do a great deal to
help yourself. Try going to bed every night an hour earlier than usual. Read or
do something relaxing each evening in order to take your mind off your
business and your personal problems.

I’'m glad you think it’s nothing serious.
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These things are not serious if you catch them in time. But you must also learn
to take care of yourself. You are a man of fifty-two years of age. You can’t

work as hard as you used to do. Take it easy. Otherwise one day you may find
yourself in a wheel-chair all crippled up with arthritis.
